Ineffective social skills



Fears of personal inadequacy



Socially isolated



Afraid of going to school



Physically smaller, weaker, younger than peers



Poor self-concept



Blame themselves for problems



Limited communication skills under stress



Physical mannerisms associated with depression



Family members over-involved in decisions and activities



Inconsistent behavior toward bully
Perfect targets
