Please continue to pray faithfully for our preparations and plans. Pray that God will work in our hearts and prepare the
hearts of the new friends we will meet in a few months. Praise God for the opportunities He has provided and praise Him
for providing financially for the trips.

To be honest, as | prepare to leave with the South Africa team, my wife and | are a bit anxious. We hate being apart from
each other and | am also not looking forward to being away from my two little boys for 12 days. | will miss them and they

will miss me (at least | hope J ). We know that God has called me to this mission, but that does not eliminate our natural

apprehensions and worries.

However, God has not called us to worry. In fact, He calls us to

0

fGod did not give bwg a spimriitt off fpeoare,r, of | @ViegthyaHd of a
We as a family have committed to trusting God through this and | would encourage you to do the same.

As one watches the news of the political unrest in Kenya, East Africa, the continual threat of terrorism that the United
Kingdom faces, and the inherent danger s wefasparefisecanqdicklgr i c a,
become fearful that harm will befall Go d &exond greatest gift to us, our children (His greatest gift was, of course, His own
Child). Are the cities and locations to which we are heading really safe?

As far as the safety of South Africa goes, from speaking with the missionaries living there and from other sources, the
basic situation is that South Africa is a lot like America. There are some very dangerous places and there are some very
safe places. Johannesburg has a degree of violence, but so does Philadelphia, Camden, or Washington D.C. As a
whole, South Africa is the most developed, most modern, and wealthiest of all the countries on the continent. However, it
is still Africa, and | hope one of the greatest things our students will gain from their experience is seeing the extreme
poverty that exists on the continent as well.

In the same way, England is probably the closest culture to our own, except for maybe Canada, but even the British
struggle with crime and the threat of terrorism.

We cannot guarantee perfect safety for any of our teams. No one can. What we can guarantee is that we will take every
precaution we can and will rely on the wisdom of our national hosts. For example, the neighborhood in which the South
Africa team will be staying is pretty much "upper, middles class" and safe. The England team will be staying in church-
member homes in rural Enderby and in accommodations familiar with either Mr. Stouff, our British hosts, or both. The



Washington D.C. team will be staying in accommodations that have been approved by our host organization and will be
visited by Virginia Tuley soon.

However, here is the key: God's sovereignty, power, and protection do not end on the shores of America. He is just as

powerful when we are way from home as when we are at home. | am reminded of the words of a Civil War general who,
prior to leaving for war, reassured his wife that "If | understand my theology correctly, | am just as safe in God's hands in
battle as | am in bed."

This is where both we as parents, and our students themselves, get to put our faith to a real-life test. Do we really

trust God, or not? Do we really believe He is all-powerful, all-knowing, and that whatever He plans is not just O.K. but
best or not? Now, of course, God expects us to do our part and to not make foolish decisions or reckless choices, but in
life, we cannot live in fear of the unknown or the unpreventable.

The world is dangerous, but God is no less God then when he protected Mary, Joseph and Jesus when He sent them
down to Africa or when He protected the Israelites when He brought them out of Africa. Our students and their parents,
our advisors and their spouses and children, all have the opportunity to walk in faith and not fear. Not easy, | know, but
important by God's grace and power.

Please take some time in the next few days to speak with your child about these issues and to pray together. You may
find that he/she is not at all apprehensive or that he/she is more so than you. In either case, talk through these issues
together and, as afamily,pr ay and work to | eave them in Godobés power ful

Finally, we will be meeting with all of our missions team parents on Monday night, February 4 to discuss travel details,
packing instructions, and to answer any other questions you may have. Please mark your calendar and be sure that at
least one parent attend the meeting with their child. Specific times are below. Until then, please let your team leaders or
me know if you have any questions.

Never forget Rule #1.

If another team member forgets Rule #1, gently remind them of Rule #1.
. Unless specifically noted, all basic school rules are in effect. If in doubt, ask a chaperone. No questionable
behavior will be tolerated.

5. Stay with the group. No team member should ever be alone at any time. Almost everything we do will be done
together, but in the rare instance that you are not with the large group, you should always be wi th at least one
other team member, and a chaperone must know where you are.

Carefully consider the commitment involved. Should you decide to go, you are committing to:
V Investing in your own spiritual growth. Any ministry must come from the overflow of what God is already doing in
your own life. If you have no desire to grow spiritually, you should not apply.

V  Working together with other team members, working hard, cooperating and supporting each other.
V Attending all meetings (on time) and work sessions without excuse. This may mean sacrificing other activities.
V Raising the necessary prayer supporters and funds to support the ministry.

STEP #3: Talk

Talk it over with your parents, and seek their wisdom. They must be on board with your decision.

STEP #4: Apply

Fill out the written application in full. Complete all answers thoughtfully and carefully. Turn it in to the office by the
announced deadline: Monday, April 20, 2009

STEP #5: Interview

When you turn in your application, be sure to sign up for an interview time. You will be asked several questions by a
panel of teachers and students. Relax, be honest, and share from your heart.

STEP #6: Attend

If you are tentatively selected to a team, the final step prior to acceptance is the mandatory parent meeting on Thursday
evening, Tuesday, May 12 at 7:00 pm Here you and your parents will sign your pledge to the team and your
commitment to be a part of this ministry.

Frequently Asked Questions

Team selection

How many students can go on the trip?

Any HS student who is willing to commit to a year of discipleship and to working hard as part of a team, will be placed on
a ministry team. The number of trips scheduled will be based on the number of students who apply. Due to the limited
resources available at the locations, and learning from experience the optimal number for maximum effectiveness, each
team will have a maximum of 15 students.

How old do students need to be?
Applicants must be current TKCS students in grades 8-11( n e x t freshraen thrsugh seniors).

What type of students are you looking for?

e We are looking for students who are passionate about their walk with Jesus Christ and passionate about reaching
others.

e We are looking for students who are already involved in ministry here in the U.S. and would like to broaden their
horizons of impact.
We are looking for students who can commit to a team and are willing to work very hard.
We are looking for students who are flexible and who do not quickly complain.

e We are looking for students of integrity who are trustworthy whether or not adults are looking.

What if a student isnét really spiritually mature, woul dnd
Absolutely. Spending a year in the Word, being discipled and held accountable is one of the most effective ways to grow

closerto Christ. Mi ni stry needs to come out of the over fl ®Gwasddng what
as a student is willing to be an active part of the team and to grow and be held accountable, it is our desire to place them

on ateam. The Missions Committee strives to match students with the team that will best fit their gifts and walk.

If a student misses the deadline for application, but later desires to join the team, may they still go?
No.

How will students be selected?

Students will submit a written application and be interviewed by a panel of teachers and students. Based on their written

and interview responses, recommendati ons, and on the c¢ommi
committee will place students on a team based on their desired country, gift/talents, and other factors.

Do students get to pick which trip they go on or is that picked for them?

Students may list which team they would prefer to serve on, but the Missions Committee, made up of teachers and
students, makes the final decision based on the nature of the trip and the spiritual maturity of the applicant. The
committee strives to match students with the team that will best fit their gifts and walk.

Ministry

With whom are you partnering on the field?

TKCS will be partnering with established ministries, missionaries, and other Christian schools, based in the locations to
which we are heading. Some sites/countries have been served on previous TKCS missions trips; others are new. All
trips are to safe, stable locations, suitable for teen travel and ministry. TKCS seeks to build long-term relationships with
the ministries we visit.

What types of ministries will be done on the trips?

The main and most effective type of ministry that will occur on the trips is personal, friendly, spiritual conversation with
teens and children in these countries. Students will also spend part of their time living with host families to whom they will
also minister through their example and conversations. Besides that, the primary purposes of the trips will vary by site.
Some will be primarily service-oriented trips focused on meeting the physical needs of others or the property needs of the
site ministry. Other trips will be primarily evangelistic in nature and may feature music, drama, sports, puppets, public
sharing of testimonies, lessons, and storytelling. Some trips may be sports-focused and others may be primarily musical.
All will also involve physical set-up and clean-up. In addition, team members will be ministering to their prayer and




financial supporters through update letters and also the rest of the Pre-K-12" grade students at TKCS through chapels
and testimonies.

What type of preparation will be done before the trip departs?

Personal spiritual discipleship will occur throughout the year of preparation. Students will journal, read selected books,
and pray/share with each other. Each team will meet after school about every 3 weeks, as well as periodically during
lunch. Some evening or Saturday meetings will also occur.

Finances

How much money do we need to raise?

Fundraising is done based on the total cost of each ministry trip, with each member being responsible for raising at least a
minimum portion of that total. Individual support minimums for domestic trips will range from $500-$1800, depending on
location. Individual support minimums for international trips will range from $1800-$3000, depending on location.

Asking people for money is never easy. But thankfully, what we are asking for is not just money, and certainly not money

for ourselves. We are asking for people to prayerfully support our ministry and to prayerfully consider financially
supporting that ministry as welll . Remember that Godés wor

Students and parents are free to donate as much or as little to their own or other teams accounts as they wish. However,
students who have their entire minimum support donated by only one or a few individuals may miss out on the true
experience of missions by limiting their prayer supporters, not having their faith stretched, not having to work and
contribute their own earnings toward the trip, etc. Pray for wisdom in how your family approaches this issue.

Regardless of how the money is raised, each team member is required to raise at least 10 specific prayer supporters who
will commit to praying for them over the next year and during the trip.

What if we canét raise the entire amount?

God reveals His will in many ways. It may be that He reveals His desire that a student not attend by not providing the
financial resources in time. Of course, we cannot blame God if we do not faithfully do our part of working and asking.
Sometimes, one student helps the team raise more than his/her minimum amount, but since the actual trip will end up
costing more than the sum of the minimum amounts (meaning both teams will need to do some group fundraising as a

whole),t he overage in one studentés account would need tThe be
bottom line is that each student must raise their minimum amount by the announced deadline.

What if we raise the full amount, but are unable to go?

Once a donation is made to the ministry, money may not be returned to the donors, as this is a violation of IRS regulations
and asthetripstlilhase xpenses whi ch t hi s s tautdreatically segateb Eherefateewhenevers n ot
possible, the team will retrieve refunds and, so long as the total expenses of the trip are covered, leftover funds raised by

this student will remain designated for this student for use on a future TKCS missions trip. If the student decides not to (or

is unable to) go on a future TKCS missions trip, this money will remain in the general missions fund, to be used for future
missions trips.

Can donations be returned to the donor?
No. See above.

Will the students need spending money as well?
Yes. Spending money for souvenirs and a few meals will need to be brought. We will discuss this in much greater detalil
in the months preceding the trips.

Are there any up-front costs?

Yes. If preliminarily selected for a team, each student will need to pay a $150 team fee (This is not part of the amount the

student needs to raise from supporters). $75 of this will cover discipleship materials, T-shirts, and other team expenses.

The other $75 is a deposit from which we will deduct fines if needed (missing deadlines, late for meetings, etc.). Any

money remaining from this $75 will be returned to the student prior to the trip to use as spending money. The $150 fee is

due at the first, required parent meeting.

Travel and Safety



Do we need a passport?
Domestic trips do not require a passport. International trips will require a passport. Students will be given information on
this process.

Do we need any special shots or vaccines?
No.

Will the trips be physically and emotionally demanding?

Yes. All trips will involve 16-hour days, plenty of walking, and plenty of physical activity (sports, activities, set-up, clean-
up, etc.). All trips will require students to be able to carry their own luggage (limited to one suitcase and one backpack)
without assistance. Students need to be willing to eat and sleep when told to, so as not to diminish their ministry due to
lack of energy. International and some domestic trips will involve long flights and shifting time zones. Students need to
be willing to adjust to changing schedules without complaining.

Are the countries safe?

International trips are limited to countries that are modern, stable democracies with whom the United States has an

established and strong diplomatic relationship. Though we will be taking obvious safety and supervision measures as we

woul d with any school trip, our pmotaemotihem ic®ujnusty as much
sovereignty, omniscience, and omni potence ar en &dfetylmeagures,ed b
we will also be training our students in some common pitfalls of international travel.

What medical facilities are available?
Selected countries have modern health facilities within close distance from where we will be ministering.

Will we be able to contact our child or have them contact us on the trip?

Yes and No. Emergency contact information will be given should parents need to contact their children and home contact
